The 2009 legislative session was a year filled with support for opportunity finance initiatives across the
country. The 2009 State Legislative Guide will feature nearly 300 pieces of legislation from across the
country, with more than one-fifth of these bills introduced in the Southeast region.

2009 Legislation By Focus and Region
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Overall, 11 of the 62 bills introduced in the Southeast passed their legislatures for a passage rate of
nearly 18 percent. In the Western Region, 32 percent of the bills introduced this session passed, while 19
percent passed in the Midwest, and 10 percent of bills in the Northeast. Overall, 19 percent of bills
introduced in all regions passed their legislatures. Bills introduced in the Southeast were most heavily
focused on mortgage lending and affordable housing, while fewer predatory lending bills were introduced
this session as compared with the other regions and the national average. The Southeast states
introduced 31 mortgage lending-related bills this session, nearly half of the bills introduced this session in
those states, and a higher percentage than all other regions.

Eight percent of affordable housing bills passed their legislatures in the Southeast, more than in the
Midwest and Northeast but less than the 47 percent of these bills that were passed in Western states.
None of the asset accumulation-focused bills passed during this session in the Southeast or Northeast
regions, as compared with 60 percent of these bills in the Midwest and nearly one-third in the West.

One-fifth of the economic development-focused bills that were introduced in the Southeast passed their
legislatures this session, while 17 percent of these bills passed in the West and 25 percent passed their
legislatures in the Northeast. None of the economic development bills passed in the Midwest region this
session.

While half of the bills introduced this session in the Southeast were focused on mortgage lending, about
19 percent passed this session. Of the 11 affordable housing bills introduced, only one passed in Virginia.
One of the two bills focused on sustainable development passed, House Bill 1235 in Florida.

Seventy-nine percent of the bills introduced failed to pass their legislature in the Southeast region Florida
introduced the most bills in the Southeast during the 2009 legislative session, although only two of the 17
bills introduced passed before adjournment: a New Markets Tax Credit —type bill and a sustainable
development initiative. Alabama, District of Columbia, Delaware, Georgia and Mississippi introduced a
combined total of 20 bills in their legislatures, however, none of these bills passed during this session.
South Carolina’s mortgage lending bill passed this session, while Virginia and Kentucky both had passage
rates of 50 percent. In North Carolina, there are two bills still pending that will be reintroduced when the
2010 session begins, the only pending legislation in the region.

States in the Southeast have increased their legislative activity related to opportunity finance during the
past three years. In 2007, the region as a whole introduced 15 bills. In 2008, there were 21 bills
introduced in the region. In 2009, a total of 62 opportunity finance bills were introduced during the
session. Florida, which introduced nine bills in 2008, introduced 17 bills during the 2009 session.
Mississippi has also had a growth in activity, with five bills introduced in 2008, and nine during the 2009
session, though none passed the legislature.
